Steering Committee minutes


A meeting of the Steering Committee was held on Wednesday, April 16, 2008 with the following members in attendance:  Ann Benedict, Anna Deane, Louise Fetterman, Joan Kidron, Brian Major, Tony Rodriguez, Anne Rutkoskie, Anne Schlagle, Maria Urick and Meg Yeager.  The meeting was opened with a prayer and Father Al thanked everyone for attending.  The minutes were approved by Louise Fetterman and seconded by Tony Rodriguez.
PARISH BY-LAWS  (Anne Schlagle, Anna Deane and Anne Benedict)

The committee further reviewed the next set of pages and made corrections.  We will continue to review and correct until completed.  Father Al again thanked Anne, Anna, and Anne for a job well done.  

TITHING PROGRAM and FINANCES:  Father Al informed the committee that in the past 10 weeks there has been an increase of $35,018.00 to the offertory.  This is roughly over $3,500/week. The Easter offertory is up as well as the Lenten Appeal pledges.  We again this year will realize a refund on the Lenten Appeal surplus as long as all pledges are met.  The Finance Committee is hopeful that we will be $10,000 up at the end of the fiscal year.  Father Al mentioned that soon a member of the Finance Committee will be appointed to be a liaison between the two committees.
BUILDING COMMITTEE:  The expansion of the Chapel is now on hold as daily Mass attendance remains at about 45-50 individuals a day.  A vote was offered to those individuals with a 2-1 outcome to stay in the Church.  

 A temporary architect has been hired.  It was suggested by the architect to turn the building the opposite direction making it parallel with the street eliminating jetting out of the back of the Education Building as it would really take up a lot of the parking lot.  The building could then be connected to the present social hall at the eastern side of the building by the dumpster by way of a hall with plenty of storage space for the tables, chairs, and equipment from the social hall.  There would be no elevator.  The first level of the building would house a multipurpose room which could be used for meetings, adult education, nursery, etc.  Father stated that with the approval of the Steering Committee the plans would be forwarded to the diocese for their approval to move to the next stage.  After a unanimous vote, the plans will be sent. 

It was noted that new ceiling fans are needed for the church.  Someone also mentioned that the padding on the kneelers in the Church is wearing thin and needs to be addressed. Adjustable thermostats have been installed in the church and social hall with the hopes that we can get better control of our heating and air-conditioning expenses.

Father Al thanked everyone for attending this evening’s meeting.  The meeting closed with a Hail Mary.
