The meeting was opened with our prayer.  The minutes were approved by Louise Fetterman and were seconded by Maria Urick.  Further excerpts were read from the “Parish Pastoral Council Norms and Guidelines”.  Father Al addressed Evangelization and the Role of the Parish Council and how we are bringing Jesus Christ to others in our parish and those in our community.  

Various Ad Hoc Committees gave updates.  The Policy Committee presented rules and guidelines for our various fund raising events.  This policy was approved by Anna Deane and Brian Major seconded.  A change was made to our Mission Statement and was approved by Louise Fetterman and Anna Deane seconded.  The Spiritual Life Committee gave a report on their continued efforts to bring to fruition the various requests which were received on their recent survey.  A Rosary will be available in the Chapel one-half hour prior to the beginning of each weekend Mass.  A Living Rosary will be scheduled by the Legion of Mary. A Parish Mission Committee needs to form and can begin the process of planning that.  A Bible Study and/or Discussion Group will be available during Lent meeting Monday evenings at 7:00 in the Education Building.  Another Bible Study is projected for the fall.  Father Al is starting a Catholic Book Club which will meet Tuesday evenings at 7:00, February 27, March 27, April 24, and May 22 in the rectory.  Parish Bus Trips will be organized by Paula Heitzman and Brian Major.  Father encourages anyone interested in a Charismatic Prayer Group should attend the one sponsored by Our Lady’s, Mt. Carmel and conducted by Father Frank Karwacki.  Walt Summers will coordinate our Military Prayer Support programs and services.  The Social Committee reported that another dance “Spring Fling” will be held Saturday, April 14, from 8:00 until 11:00 p.m. with the band Sham-a-lama.  Lenten Fish Dinners will begin on Friday, February 23. 

Father Al reported to the committee that Stations of the Cross will be changed from Sunday evenings to Friday evenings.  The Easter Vigil this year will be held at 8:00 p.m.  

        A Town Hall meeting will be held February 10th & 11th after all weekend Masses in the Education Building to address the needs of the parish.  Father pointed out that the process is as important as the decisions we make.  The meeting will be open and everyone invited.  We must grow stronger and grow together.
