Steering Committee Minutes
April 11, 2007


A meeting of the Steering Committee under the direction of Father Al was held Wednesday, April 11, 2007 with the following members in attendance:  Anna Deane, Louise Fetterman, Helen Forti, Angela Hartzel, Paula Heitzman, Joan Kidron, Brian Major, Alice Marks, Anthony Rodriguez, Anne Rutkoskie, Maria Urick and Meg Yeager.  Father Al opened the meeting with a prayer and thanked everyone for attending.  The minutes were approved by Anna Deane and seconded by Anthony Rodriguez.  

Father Al was happy to report that we have exceeded our goal by almost $4,000 for this year’s Lenten Appeal.  He also reported that so far we have received $11,000 for the Easter collection.  A Van with a wheelchair lift was recently purchased for $4,000.  With only 41,000 miles on it, Father Al felt it was a great price.  

The Building Committee has been formed and will have its first meeting on April 23.  Discussion of a Building project will take place.  The Building Committee reports to the Steering Committee.  


The Social Hall has been rented a few times.  We were approached about renting it for a weekly bingo, but everyone seemed to agree that we did not want to tie it up on a permanent basis.  Repaving of the upper parking lot was discussed.  Jack Maize obtained two bids and the Finance Committee has given their approval.  The funds will be withdrawn from our savings fund.  The cost should be less than $40,000.  The repainting of the lines will run about $900.  This project will be done sometime this summer.  After discussion, the Steering Committee also approved of the project.  The parking lot lighting was also addressed.  PPL is installing more efficient lights on the present poles and will add another pole in front of the Education Building. Also discussed was the installation of programmable thermostats in the Church. Father Al would also like to address the needs of the Social Hall kitchen and perhaps the installation of partitions in the present Social Hall; therefore, a committee will be formed for these matters.  The Finance Committee reported that we are expecting a surplus of $10,616 for this fiscal year.  

Meg Yeager mentioned that volunteers are needed from our parish for Vacation Bible School which will be held at the Methodist Church from Sunday to Wednesday, June 24-27.  Holy Rosary is responsible for one of the evenings.  Paula Heitzman reported on the upcoming Spring Fling Dance.  Father Al thanked all for the beautiful Holy Week.  A Reception after First Holy Communion will be held in the Social Hall.  A Church Master Calendar meeting will be held Wednesday, April 25, at 7:00 in the Education Building.  All organizations and interested parties should be present to get their upcoming dates posted on the calendar, thus avoiding any conflicts.

 A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Alice Marks and Anna Deane seconded.  The meeting concluded with a prayer.  The next meeting of the Steering Committee will be held Wednesday, May 9, at 6:00 p.m. in the Education Building.
