Old Business

· After receiving permission from the Diocese of Harrisburg to withdraw money from our savings, the parking lot bid will be awarded.  The low bid is Sokol, Inc. for $30,000.
· A Contemporary Music Group has been formed and will debut June 10 – Corpus Christi.  
· We have 5 adult Confirmandi who will attend the Pentecost Confirmation at the Cathedral.  
· Father Al mentioned that if anyone knows of anyone who would like to get back to the church to please contact him.  He is glad to help in whatever way he can with the annulment process, etc.  Father informed all that the RCIA process is for individuals who have never been baptized.  Those who have been can be taken into the church at anytime as long as they have knowledge of the faith.  
New Business
· A Parish Picnic is being planned for Saturday, July 21, after 5:00 p.m. Mass, from 6:00 until 11:00 p.m. and will be held on the parish grounds.  The parish will provide hot dogs, hamburgers, rolls, condiments, drinks.  Parishioners are asked to bring salads and desserts to share.  Joan Kidron will take charge of games including horseshoes, softball game, volleyball, bingo, children’s games, etc.  Parish Council of Catholic Women may hold a Theme Basket raffle.  Knights of Columbus will sell chances.  All proceeds will go directly to the parish.  The band Sham-a-lama has been reserved.  Parishioners should also bring lawn chairs.  This will also be a BYOB event.  A Picnic Committee is being formed with Helen Forti, Paula Heitzman, Meg Yeager and Joan Kidron. 
· Meg stated that she will be unable to use the smaller CCD room next year as all classes are too big.  Space has really become a problem.  Discussion took place in regards renting a modular classroom for next school year.  
· The newly formed Building Committee, which is a subcommittee of the Parish Council (Steering Committee) will report to the Finance Committee and Steering Committee and then if in agreement proceed to the Bishop for approval, met and gave a tentative approval to begin looking at plans and drawings for classrooms.
