Steering Committee Minutes

A meeting of the Steering Committee under the direction of Father Al was held Wednesday, October 4, 2006.  Those in attendance were:  Ann Benedict, Francis Deane, Louise Fetterman, Angela Hartzel, Brian Major, Alice Marks, Norm Oley, Anthony Rodriguez, Anne Rutkoskie, and Maria Urick.  The meeting opened with a prayer.  Father Al welcomed everyone and thanked them for coming.  The minutes were approved by Maria Urick and were seconded by Norm Oley.


Father Al explained that eventually the Steering Committee will evolve into a Parish Council with some members remaining and others elected.  Everyone was presented with a booklet entitled “Parish Pastoral Council Norms and Guidelines” Diocese of Harrisburg.  Since 1972, the bishop of the Diocese of Harrisburg has mandated Parish Pastoral Councils.  

Members of the various ad hoc committees that were formed at our first meeting gave reports on their progress thus far.  Tony Rodriguez presented the policy committee’s suggestions for the social hall rental guidelines, rules and regulations to the group.  After much discussion, a few changes were made to the policy.  The finished policy will be presented at the next meeting for approval.  Alice Marks presented the proposed Mission Statement to the group.  A few changes were made and her committee will present their finished Mission Statement for approval at the next meeting.  The Spiritual Life Committee ideas were presented to the committee by Francis Deane and Anne Rutkoskie.  After many suggestions were made, Father Al challenged the committee to think about just what are the spiritual needs of Holy Rosary.  What is good or what is lacking at Holy Rosary?  People need to be working together to be part of the church family.  A good example would be the successful attendance at the Blessing of the Animals which took place prior to our meeting.  Many families came out with their beloved pets. We have had a few new parishioners coming forth to begin new ministries at our parish.  This committee will address the needs of all of the parish members in making suggestions on how to address the spiritual needs of our parish.  Our Social Events committee is working on ideas for an adult’s only dance party.  Due to a previous engagement, the members were not able to be in attendance; they will give a full report next meeting. 

In the next few months, a Future Development/Building Project Committee will be formed.  A ten member Finance Committee has been established.  Members of this committee will present from the pulpit a status report on our financial picture after Communion at all Masses on November 11 & 12.  Also, at that time a financial report will be handed out to all members in attendance.

Several items were presented under New Business including the request for two Girl Scout troops to use our facilities for their meetings Monday evenings.  Tony Rodriguez volunteered to do a breakfast after the 8:00 a.m. Mass in the upcoming weeks. Another suggestion would be perhaps the Youth Group doing hot dogs on the grill in the upper lot after 5:00 p.m. or 10:30 a.m. Mass some weekend.  A Coffee and Donuts light breakfast idea was also mentioned.  

Our next meeting will be held Wednesday, November 1, 2006, in the Education Building.  The meeting was closed with a prayer for the victims and families of the Amish school tragedy in Lancaster County.
