Steering Committee Minutes


A meeting of the Steering Committee under the direction of Father Al was held Wednesday, November 1, 2006.   Those in attendance were:  Ann Benedict, Anna Deane, Louise Fetterman, Helen Forti, Angela Hartzel, Paula Heitzman, Joan Kidron, Brian Major, Alice Marks, Norm Oley, Anthony Rodriguez, Anne Rutkoskie, Anne Schlagle, Maria Urick, and Meg Yeager.  The meeting opened with a prayer.  Father Al welcomed everyone and thanked them for coming. Father Al welcomed our new member, Helen Forti.  The minutes were approved by Brian Major and were seconded by Louise Fetterman. 

Father Al explained that the Finance Committee would be making their presentation before the parish family at all Masses on November 11 & 12.  He also mentioned that he would like The Steering Committee by springtime to have Bi-laws and a Constitution prepared.

Members of the various ad hoc committees gave updates on their progress.  The Mission Statement prepared by Alice Marks, Maria Urick and Anne Schlagle was accepted by everyone in attendance.  This Mission Statement will be read at every meeting.  Members of the Policy Committee passed out their revised forms.  Again, changes were discussed concerning allowing alcoholic beverages; wedding receptions only on a Friday evening because of Mass time conflicts; charges for a simple meeting; a no charge policy for parish family members for funeral luncheons, etc.  The Policy Committee will also work on a simple general policy format to address parish functions such as fund raising scheduling, so there is no conflict between various organizations of the parish.  The Spiritual Life Committee reported that after all of the Survey Forms are returned, they will be able to compile a better assessment of the needs of the parish.  


Father Al reported that many new ministries have developed recently in our parish family including an Altar Society, Lazarus Ministry, Health Ministry, Prayer Chain Ministry, Knights of Columbus, Prayer Services before the monthly Parish Council of Catholic Women meeting, Legion of Mary monthly Rosary and Prayer Services, etc.  Father also announced that Bishop Rhoades has appointed him as Chaplain of the Carmelite Monastery and that Mass times may have to be changed depending on scheduling.  

Paula Heitzman reported on the Social Events Committee’s upcoming Harvest Dance.  Tickets are available and will be sold after Masses.  Ann Benedict will advertise in the newspapers, television and radio.  There will be refreshments included and attendees may bring their own alcoholic beverages.  


Several items were presented under New Business.  Tony Rodriguez would like to offer a monthly Breakfast Buffet beginning in January.  Students in Grade 8 who need service hours for Confirmation would be encouraged to help out.  Possibly our newly formed Knights of Columbus would like to become involved.  Suggestions were made for more CCD exposure and Meg did inform everyone that things are always available in the bulletin plus Brian always includes everything on the Web page.  Perhaps a Youth Subcommittee of the parish could form which would be a liaison between CCD, Youth Group, and Catholic Schools to help get the information out and perhaps could promote more mixing of these groups and hopefully more bonding of all of our parish family youth.  Try to instill an attitude of not what school they belong to but what parish they belong to.


Our next meeting will be held Thursday, December 7, immediately after the 6:00 p.m. Mass, in the Education Building.  The meeting closed with a Hail Mary.
